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How to create an HTML hyperlink which will retrieve a set of records from your database

1. DB/Textworks Menu Screens

2. A free “Cannery Wizard” on the Internet

Features of each method


Using Menu Screens

· Easy to do

· link will function in DB/Textworks and on an intranet or Internet page


Using query wizard

· Live search

· Can combine query screen and link

· Can use an HTML editor to build the page

Step by step: Menu Screens

1. Save a set of records
Run a query 
Retrieve results 
Go to Sets > Save Set 
    (give it a name and save it as a Textbase file)   Click OK. 
2. Design a menu screen with a link to retrieve that set

Go to Menu Screens > Design… 
Create a new menu screen (or open current or existing) 
Edit > Add Textbase Box 

In the Contents tab: 
Specify Textbase
Description: <<enter the text you wish to see on the screen>> 
Apply 

Initial Action Tab: 
Select radio button next to Saved query 
Specify saved query

3.  Export the menu screen to Web Publisher

Go to Menu screens > Design… 
Menu operations > Export menu screen to HTML…

(save it in the web publisher folder on your web server)

Step by step: Query wizard

Ask your IT person – does our Web server use ISAPI or CGI?

ISAPI: Internet Server Application Program Interface

CGI: common gateway interface

TN – Textbase Name

 
Enter the name of the Textbase from which you want the link to pull records.

QY – Command Query Syntax

Exact match: Find (Author Origin =England) 


Contains match:  Find (Author Origin ct England)

Run a search in your Textbase query screen. From the results, go to Search > Command Query. This will give you the command query syntax of the search you just did.

Link Text

 
Enter the words you wish to appear in your hyperlink here.

Click on “Can it” to create the link

Click on “Test it” to make sure it works

Copy and paste the hyperlink into any HTML page. 

(the users of that page will need access to the files on the server that hosts your WebPublisher files)

You can customize your report forms in many other ways using the query wizard 

RF – Default Report Form

MR – Maximum Records Per Page

RL – Report List Behavior

XC- ISAPI or CGI

BU – Search Page URL

DF- Default Display Form
