Practical Guide to making your Inmagic textbase available on 

CD-ROM, Diane Hall, Dr J H Burgoyne & Partners LLP
Every quarter we produce a read-only cd-rom containing the library catalogue and other useful textbases for use by partners who may not be able to access our systems online, for example when they’re dealing with a case on board a ship or when they’re working at other isolated sites.

A number of steps are required to successfully create your cd-rom – missing any of these steps can mean that the cd doesn’t actually work! At Burgoynes we have found it useful to write a step-by-step procedure, so that, in theory, any one of us can produce a cd-rom whenever required. Below is an outline of that procedure which I hope some of you may find useful. For the purposes of this explanation we have chosen a simple database that is not linked to any other database. If you need to put linked databases on a cd-rom the procedure is slightly more complicated. 1. Download the required software. The first thing you will need to do is download the DB/SearchWorks Runtime program software compatible with your version of DB/Textworks from the Inmagic web site. You will need the maintenance update code to be able to do this. (This is usually emailed to you by your Inmagic supplier). The software is downloaded as a single zipped file. This file needs to be unzipped. It unzips into folders called Disk1, Disk2, Disk3, Disk4 & Disk5.

2. Create a new directory. Before writing any information to a cd-rom it is important that the textbases are properly prepared and all the required information and software is gathered together in one place on your PC. You will need to create a new directory in which to put all the files you want to include on the cd-rom. In this example our directory will be L:\data\newcd1

NB now make sure that in Explore – Tools – Folder Options – View- “Show hidden files and folders” is ticked.

3. Copy the DB/SearchWorks Runtime program software into the “newcd1” directory. Don’t leave the files in Disk1 to Disk5 folders set up by Inmagic, but copy all the individual files from the 5 folders and paste them into the “newcd1” directory. Do not copy the original zip file, just the unzipped ones.

4. Copy the textbases file into the “newcd1” directory. Make sure no-one is using the textbase you want to copy (or use a recent back up copy) and copy all the textbase files and paste them into the new directory.

5. Rename the textbases. The copied textbases now need to be renamed so that they are not confused with the current live textbases. In our example the textbase we have copied is called main – we will rename it CDmain. To rename it

· open Inmagic

· choose Manage Textbases  from the main menu, then choose Rename Textbase
· use the browse button to select the textbase (see below) and rename it
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· You will be asked for the master password (if there is one) before the rename is allowed.

6. Copy the appropriate bitmap images. If you have used icons when designing your menu files you will need to copy these files into the “newcd1” directory.
7. Copy the menu file you want to use. This may be named “dbtext.TBM” and be located with your program files. (The TBM extension is not always shown but its file type is DB/TextWorks Menu). Copy and paste into the new directory.

8. Assign New Passwords & Disable the Silent Password. We give the textbases on the cd-rom a new password – in this example it will be NECTAR. To change the password open Inmagic and on the main menu choose File- Open and open one of the textbases you have gathered together in the new directory. You will be asked for the password – use your existing master password if there is one. From the Maintain menu choose Edit Textbase Structure.

· Select the Passwords tab

· Select the Field Access Passwords tab and type in the new password

· Click Add, then tick Textbase is Read Only
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· Next click on the Silent Password tab and, if it is ticked, untick the Enable Silent Password box

· Click OK  three times

· Repeat this for each of the cd-rom textbases

N.B. DO NOT alter the Master Password.

9. Change the Menu Screen as desired. Open Inmagic and on the main menu choose Menu Screens – Design – Open an Existing Menu Screen File and select the menu file from the new dbsearch folder e.g. L:\data\newcd1\dbtext.tbm

· Change the Menu as required for the new cd-rom. For example you may want to change the background colour, so that it is noticeably different from the usual online menu or add text explaining that this is a read-only version. You may also want to put a date and issue number on the menu if you plan to reissue the cd-rom at a later date with an updated textbase.

Next ensure that each of the Menu icons is pointing to the correct textbase

· In the Menu Designer screen go to Tools – Screen Properties – General and make sure that “Do not retain path” is selected in the Path Setting box

· Right click on the first menu icon and choose Box Properties
· Click on the Specify Textbase tab and select the textbase to which the icon should point and click Apply
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· Repeat for the other items on the menu screen

· Click Close to close the Textbase Box Properties window

· Now Save the changes to the Menu Screen

10.  Test that everything is working! Go into each textbase from the menu and make sure that each one works, and that you are prompted for the password each time.

11. Prepare a Readme file. You may want to write a document explaining what is on the cd-rom, how everything works and what the passwords are. This document can also contain details of the setup procedure (see point 13 below). This could be given out in hard copy and also included on the cd-rom itself. If you choose to add it to the cd-rom, put it in a file named readmecd in L:\data\newcd1\readme

12. Write the cd-rom. Now that all the information is gathered together you can write the information to cd-rom. Do this according to the directions for your CD creator software. In our case we have to copy the contents of our “newcd1” directory from the network to the C:\ drive of the machine on which the cd-rom will be created.

13. Test the cd-rom. After creating the first cd-rom test it. Each person who receives a cd-rom will have to setup the DB/SearchWorks Software by running D:\newcd1\setup.exe  - where D is the cd-rom drive. When the Setup has completed you can run the cd-rom by clicking Start – Run and typing D:\newcd1\dbtext.tbm
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
